Question Types:
	Right There:
	Right There questions are answered directly in the text.  These questions do not require students to make inferences, draw conclusions, or make judgments. They can be answered best by returning to the text and reading carefully.

	
	

	Think and Search:
	Think and Search questions require students to think about what they have seen throughout an entire text.  To answer think and search questions, students must review previous pages, as well as the one they are currently reading. Students are encouraged to draw conclusions based on what they have noticed across an entire text.

	
	

	Author and You:
	Author and You questions ask students to make inferences about what they think is happening in a text. Students are encouraged to explain how they came to their conclusions. Unlike Right There questions, the answers to Author and You questions cannot be found directly in the text. Students should use hints from the text and their own prior knowledge of the topic to reach a conclusion.

	
	

	On My Own:
	On My Own questions ask students to make inferences about a text based solely on their own knowledge base. Answers to these questions cannot be found anywhere in the text. Students do not even need to look at the text in order to answer this type of question. However, students' conclusions should still be logical.
